The meeting was called to order and Don opened with prayer. April minutes were approved as
submitted.

Don stated that any committee reports that should be seen by the whole congregation need to be sent
to Amanda in the office, with a note requesting that she include them in the newsletter. Written
committee reports should continue to be sent to Julie so she can send them out to council members
ahead of the council meeting for review.

Church Calendar: **Dates and times of any events, meetings or use of church need to be given to
Amanda as early as possible to have a coordinated calendar. This helps to not double book and gives
custodial staff time to plan their schedules to accommodate needs. Additionally, a note can be left in the
custodial mailbox if there is a special need for them to come in.

Treasurer’s Report: Lane is out of town, Don will work on getting information from the bookkeeper.

Youth: A written report was submitted. Michael recently met with Jobin, see New Business.
Youth night is mostly attended by Middle School age. This season it has been more difficult getting kids
to show up.

Personnel: Pay raises are done. Heather’s last day of overseeing the Nursery will be the end of May,
Rachel Long will then assume this position. The nursery will need a 4th person to work in the Sunday
rotation. There will be a reception thanking Heather for her work on June 2.

Preschool: Anne will check in with Maggie to see how much money was raised at the preschool
fundraiser and will announce that to the congregation.

Pastor: A written report was submitted. Pastor plans to take off the month of August for his vacation. He
also plans to go back to his home church in Minnesota for their 150th anniversary the weekend of Oct.
13. Worship Committee and pastor will work together to find pulpit coverage on those Sundays, and will
let Jeaneen know who they are for compensation purposes.

Properties: Fascia board is rotting in the courtyard area, Steve will fix this. He is working on

reshifting front downspouts, testing if the rainwater can be used to water landscaping, if this works it
could be done around the church landscaping.

He is attempting to get an energy audit by someone who specializes in commercial buildings, this
inspiration came out of discovering degrading insulation in room 201.

Jeaneen and Jeanette will put sticky notes on the doors that WELCA is requesting to get rekeyed so only
1 key is necessary. Steve continues to make sense of the abundance of unlabeled church keys.

The properties committee will need extra handymen for a summer project involving caulking where the
wood meets brick around the building.

WELCA: The WELCA Board meets on June 6 to plan the Strawberry Social, tentatively scheduled for
Tuesday, June 18.
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Worship: Written report submitted. Don expressed appreciation for the Worship Committee taking on
the Mother’s Day fellowship hour.

Jeanette and crew will take care of the Confirmation reception on May 19, Pentecost Sunday.

Note that there is the box of graduation items to be used at the June Graduation reception, this can be
found in the Christmas room by whomever organizes that reception. (Jeanette will be out of town).

Old Business:

* One of the extra pews was given to another church and it was much appreciated.

* Any high school graduates interested in a scholarship must apply for it, the known graduating students
have been reminded. WELCA would like to know who they are to make quilts for them.

* Don will make an announcement regarding open council positions. In the meantime there should be a
volunteer to coordinate Fellowship Hour so that there are weekly treats. (Some Sundays are taken care
of by special receptions or donuts ... but the congregation really appreciates their fellowship hour).
Open positions continue to be Education (Heather is moving), Fellowship, Outreach and President
Elect. Don will find the position descriptions - these could be published in the newsletter to inform
people what the position entails.

New Business:

* VVBS - Due to a variety of reasons Michael made a motion to put VBS on a hiatus this year and replace it
with 3 additional Elementary School Youth nights (open to the community), in addition to the monthly
gatherings that are already planned. VBS will return next year. Motion passed.

* Memorial (and other restricted) Funds requests for use should be first given to council for approval.
Once the Legacy Endowment Fund committee has requests for use, these will be brought to the
council for final approval.

* Jeanette made a motion to skip the July council meeting. Motion passed.

* Don will make an announcement to request congregation members, who are not on council, to let him
know if interested in being on a small committee to work on updating the ALC constitution. Currently
we are operating under the synod constitution as there is not a current ratified ALC constitution. The
goal is to have it ready for a special congregational meeting in the fall for the first vote, and then have
the required second vote at the annual congregational meeting next winter. There is a constitutional
expert at the synod that can give guidance. Michael made a motion to put together a working group to
begin working on the constitution this summer. Motion passed.

* The kitchen outside door lock is occasionally found to not be all the way locked - double check that it is
latched. If this isn’t working as it should, it will be fixed.

Our next regular council meeting will be held June 13 at 6:30 pm. Please have committee reports in to
Julie no later than midnight on Tuesday, June 11.

The meeting closed with the Lord’s Prayer.
